3. State the total amount and identify the source(s) of any financial resources

month or quarter) for the applicant's first year of operations. The revenue forecast
should include the proposed market(s) and number of daily flights, type of aircraft
(including seating/cargo capacity), number of passengers or amount of cargo to be
carried and expected load factors, and proposed fares. The expense forecast should
include all direct and indirect expenses the applicant expects to incur, along with an
explanation (by expense category) as to how the amounts forecast were derived. Such
explanation should be in sufficient detail to allow the Department's staff to replicate the
mathematics involved and to determine the reasonableness of the forecast.
