


If the Government unilaterally, either partially or completely, terminates or reduces
payments for service or changes service requirements at a specific location provided for
under this agreement, then, at the end of the period for which the Government does
make payments in the agreed-to amounts or at the agreed-to service levels, the carrier
may cease to provide service to that specific location without regard to any requirement
for notice of such cessation. Those adjustments in the levels of subsidy and/or service
that are mutually agreed to in writing by the parties to this subsidy rate agreement do
not constitute a total or partial reduction or cessation of payment.

Essential air service subsidy contracts are subject to, and incorporate by reference,
relevant statutes, and Department of Transportation regulations, as they may be
amended from time to time. However, any such statutes, regulations, or amendments
thereto shall not operate to controvert the foregoing paragraph.

These terms are not subject to further negotiation.
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
