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Operating Flexibility

exemption demonstrate that renewal of this authority is consistent with the public
interest. The operating flexibility made possible by this exemption authority enables
Federal Express to adjust its schedules to enhance the efficiency of its worldwide
operations and to respond quickly to changes in the needs of its shipper and consignee
customers throughout the world.

WHEREFORE, Federal Express Corporation respectfully requests the
Department to renew the exemption authority granted by Order 98-1-23 for a two-year
period, through January 13, 2002, or, alternatively, for a term of indefinite duration,
and to take such other action consistent with the relief requested herein as the

Department may deem to be appropriate.
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
