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Delta Air Lines, Inc. (“Delta”) hereby files this Consolidated Response to the Answers and Applications of American Airlines, Inc. (“American”) and United Air Lines, Inc. (“United”) in the above-captioned dockets.  No party has objected to Delta’s application, which should be granted without delay.


In further support of this response, Delta states as follows:


1.
By Application dated April 24, 2002, Delta requested an allocation of four (4) U.S.-Ghana frequencies to enable Delta to conduct third-country codeshare operations in conjunction with Alitalia.  This would be Delta’s first online service in the U.S.-Ghana market.


2.
Subsequently, United applied for two additional frequencies to supplement its existing U.S.-Ghana codeshare operation with Lufthansa.  American applied for four (4) frequencies to operate in conjunction with Swiss.


3.
The Answer period has now closed on Delta’s application.  All carriers agree that there are sufficient frequencies to fund the three pending requests.  Since Delta’s application is unopposed and is consistent with the public interest, it should be granted without delay so that Delta can market and institute its proposed new service.  So long as Delta’s application is granted in full, Delta has no objection to the United or American applications.
