Continental Micronesia asks that this application be processed by expedited non-hearing procedures pursuant to Subpart B of the Department’s Rules of Practice.  Answers supporting or opposing this application are due on or before May 28, 2002.
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Continental Micronesia
 applies, pursuant to 49 U.S.C. § 41102 and Subpart B of the Department’s Rules of Practice, to renew Segments 3, 4, 5, 6 and 12 of its Route 171 certificate authority for a period of no less than five years.  Continental Micronesia asks the Department to process this application by expedited non-oral hearing procedures pursuant to Rule 210(a) of the Department’s Rules of Practice.

Continental Micronesia states as follows in support of this application:


1.
Segments 3-6 of Continental Micronesia’s Route 171 certificate authority were originally transferred to it from Continental by Order 92‑9‑29, made effective by Order 92‑11‑46 in Docket 48238, and most recently renewed by Order 97-11-2 in Docket OST-97-2558.  Continental Micronesia’s Route 171 Segment 12 was also amended by Order 97-11-2, in Docket 50250, to include authority to serve the Philippines, and each of the segments for which Continental Micronesia seeks renewal by this application will expire on December 8, 2002, if not renewed.


2.
Specifically, Continental Micronesia seeks to renew its authority for the following segments of its Route 171 certificate:



a.
Segment 3 - Between the terminal point Saipan, Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands, and intermediate points and a terminal point in Japan (other than the Ryukyu Islands).



b.
Segment 4 - Between the coterminal points Saipan, Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands; Honolulu, Hawaii; and Guam, on the one hand; and coterminal point or points in the Republic of Palau; Korea; Taiwan; Hong Kong; Singapore; and the Philippines, on the other hand.



c.
Segment 5 - Between the coterminal points Saipan, Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands; Guam; the Trust Territory of the Pacific Islands (Palau); and the Federated States of Micronesia; and a point or points in the Philippines.



d.
Segment 6 - Between the coterminal points Saipan, Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands; and Guam, on the one hand; and Fukuoka, Japan, on the other hand.



e.
Segment 12 - Between the coterminal points Saipan, Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands; and Guam, on the one hand; and a point or points in the Philippines, Indonesia, Malaysia, Thailand, Sri Lanka, and India, on the other.

3.
Continental Micronesia is currently providing extensive U.S.-Asia service as authorized by Segments 3-6 and 12 of its Route 171 certificate authority.  The routes covered by this renewal application are integral to Continental Micronesia’s overall Asian services, and renewal of Continental Micronesia’s authority is consistent with U.S. policy, the applicable bilateral aviation agreements and the public convenience and necessity within the meaning of 49 U.S.C. § 41102.

4.
Continental Micronesia is a Delaware corporation with its principal office in Tamuning, Guam and a citizen of the United States within the meaning of 49 U.S.C. § 40102(15).  Continental Micronesia is an air carrier of persons, property and mail engaged in scheduled air transportation, and it holds certificates of public convenience and necessity authorizing such service.

5.
Continental Micronesia is fit, willing and able to provide the air transportation covered by this renewal application and conforms to the provisions of the Act and the rules, regulations and requirements of the Department.  (See e.g., Order 2001-2-1, Docket OST-95-869; Notice of Action Taken, November 1, 2001, Docket OST-97-3283, Notice of Action Taken, September 9, 1999, Docket OST-97-2920.

6.
Continental Micronesia invokes the automatic extension provisions of 5 U.S.C. § 558(c), as implemented by Part 377 of the Department’s Regulations, to continue this authority in effect pending action on this application.

WHEREFORE, Continental Micronesia asks the Department to renew Segments 3, 4, 5, 6 and 12 of its Route 171 certificate authority for a period of no less than five years.
