ORDER REVOKING CERTIFICATE

Summary

By this order, we revoke the interstate scheduled passenger certificate issued to Bellair, Inc. (Bellair) by Order 2001-5-21.   

Background

By Order 83-9-9, issued September 2, 1983, the Department found Bellair, based in Sitka, Alaska, fit, willing, and able to engage in interstate scheduled passenger service.  After a cessation of operations in 1992, the carrier was redetermined fit to operate, and its certificate was reissued for a one-year period by Order 92-9-15 on September 4, 1992, and its operations were restricted to five aircraft with no more than 9 seats or 7,500 pounds payload.  The certificate was reissued without an expiration date by Order 95-7-39 on July 26, 1995.  We again reissued Bellair’s certificate on June 1, 1999, by Order 99-6-2, to reflect the current format used in interstate certificates.  The reissued certificate also retained the aircraft limitations that were imposed previously.  By Order 2001-5-21, issued May 16, 2001, we reissued Bellair’s certificate to authorize it to operate up to ten aircraft, each with up to 9 seats or 7,500 pounds payload.  

On October 12, 2004, we received notification from Bellair’s insurance agent indicating that the carrier’s aircraft liability insurance coverage was canceled effective on that day for nonpayment of premium.  As a result, Bellair’s DOT certificate was rendered ineffective.  On October 15 we received a fax from Mr. Michael Spisak, Bellair’s owner, stating that Bellair had ceased operations and that the carrier no longer desired to hold its certificate of public convenience and necessity for interstate air transportation operations.  Bellair states that it has decided to conduct intrastate only operations within the State of Alaska under the name Kenai Express, and does not need authority from the Department to conduct these operations.  Since the carrier has indicated it is surrendering its DOT certificate authority, we will revoke Bellair’s certificate.

ACCORDINGLY, Acting under authority assigned by the Department in its Regulations, 14 CFR 385.12:

1.
We revoke the interstate scheduled certificate issued to Bellair, Inc. by Order 2001-5-21 issued May 16, 2001.

2.
We will serve a copy of this order on the persons listed in Attachment A.

Persons entitled to petition the Department for review of this order, under 14 CFR 385.30, may file their petitions within 10 days of the date of service of this order.

The action taken in this order shall be effective immediately, and the filing of a petition for review shall not alter its effectiveness.
